Unit 18 – What was it like to live here in the past?

9.30 Children arrive and put lunches and coats away, toilet break etc.

Health & Safety briefing and welcome talk.  

9.45 Divide into groups:
Group A to go to the ‘Dig’ where they learn how archaeologists work, before setting to work excavating the pits. This is followed by an opportunity to look at the artefacts discovered, and attempt to identify them and determine their significance.
Group B go to the Iron Age roundhouse, where they are given a guided tour by an ancient Briton. They learn how people lived in the Iron Age, and what their own lives would have been like if they had lived then, then hear the story of the Roman invasion and Boudica’s revolt. ‘Feely bags’ give the opportunity to handle and identify objects of the time.

The children meet a Roman soldier and learn about Roman weapons, armour, fighting strategy and army life. Group A then makes coil pots, while group B practises sending coded Roman signals, using flags with Roman numerals. The groups then swap over.

OR 

The children learn how the ancient Britons fought, before learning to throw javelins and use slings. They then ‘join’ the Roman army, learning about life as a soldier and drilling (commands in Latin and English) with sword and shield. Can they form the famous ‘testudo’?
