Birds and Butterflies

The mix of scrub, grassland and woodland
provides many places for plants and animals
to live in the park. You will find lots of
interesting wildlife on your visit; a kestrel
hovering high above, a flock of geese feeding
on the marshes, and if you listen carefully,
wou may hear the 'laughing’ call of a green
woodpecker.

In the summer, the park is one of the places
in Essex to see butterflies, which like to bask
on the sunny, south-facing slopes. Dragon-
flies and damselflies dart around the ditches
and ponds on the marshes.

If you look carefully and walk quietly, you
may be lucky enough ta seea lizard or
snake,

Iron Age Roundhouse
This impressive building, situated in Chapel
Lane car park, was completed in 2007. Built
by the Ranger Service staff from timber
sourced from Essex, this building isthe
centre for the park’s educational pro-
gramme about life in the Iron Age. It is fitted
outl internally as a Chieftan’s house with fire
pit, private quarters and kilchen area. The
roundhouse is open regularly please see our
website for more information.
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
